Houston Mod is dedicated to promoting knowledge and appreciation of modern
architecture and design in Houston and Texas. Our advocacy for the preservation
of this cultural legacy includes wonderful examples of modernism such as the
extraordinary Battlestein’s at 806 Main Street, and we are pleased to offer this
letter of support for its historical value.

Battlestein’s Inc., one of Houston’s leading department stores of the 20th century,
was a true family business. In 1897, Philip Battlestein moved to Houston where he
opened his first tailor shop, a very small affair. The growth of the business he
founded at the turn of the 20th century mirrored the growth of Houston and by
1950, Battelstein’s enlarged to include 10 floors in its downtown location on Main
Street. After many decades of great success in Houston the retail enterprise was
closed in 1981.

What we see today is the sophisticated mid-century resurfacing of that building
facade, accomplished by the noted Houston-based architectural firm Finger &
Rustay. Its high-fashion appearance, horizontal strip windows in the planar
limestone fagade, has been appropriately restored and once again contributes
materially to downtown’s traditional main axis.

It is now an excellent example of thoughtful adaptive reuse - retail to hotel
occupancy — and designation as a City of Houston Landmark will help to assure its
status as an outstanding amenity with exceptional historical significance in the
downtown Houston landscape!
